Howard reported we currently have 107 branches, 94 have returned their lists with the rest still to do so. 8974 cards have been issued with 6665 members officially registered and 2309 will branches and therefore still unregistered.

4 of the 6 “new branches” have still to return their lists and pay subs: Hong Kong, Partington, Singapore & Toronto.  These branches were asked to submit lists/subs by 31/12/10 at the very latest but have failed to do so.

The following branches have not paid subs or returned lists: Higher Crompton & Royton and Johannesburg.

The following branches have returned lists but not paid subs: County Carlow & Knutsford.  Kevin said he had been contacted by Carlow and a cheque had been resubmitted as the original cheque had not been received.
Therefore, with the exception of Carlow, the above branches are exempt from having player/club official visits & match tickets and are removed from the website/matchday programme until the subs are paid.

The following branches have not returned lists but have paid subs: Brantwood (Belfast), Gilford (NI), Mullingar (W. Meath) and Thames Valley.  These branches were asked to submit lists by 31/12/10 at the very latest but have failed to do so.

Dinner: Alex asked if Fred Eyre could possibly say a few words. Christine said she was hopeful of this but Fred hadn’t yet confirmed he was attending.  Alex also asked if it would be possible for Neil’s stepchildren plus his doctor & cancer nurse to attend the Dinner on complimentary tickets.  Neil & Carmen were hoping to also attend but this would depend upon his chemotherapy.  Christine had no problem with this but wanted to ensure that all branches were catered for first.  DISCUSSED.  Cheadle moved and Irlam seconded that they be invited.  Cheadle also volunteered to pay for 6 seats for them.  Alex was interested in holding an auction and also have a stand up bingo.  Christine said that the bingo would take up too much time and that we normally hold a raffle (£5 in an envelope) to win prizes – this normally generates a fair amount of money in itself and if a raffle and an auction were held then this would prove too costly for the attendees.  Irlam suggested holding an on-line auction via the website.  It was decided to run the £5 raffle as normal with all proceeds going to Neil but no bingo and the auction to be looked into as being run via the website.
