Charity Report:

Sierra Leone: Alex reported this was a great success but was beset by problems, the main one being the coach being delayed arriving until the day before the delegation’s departure and will be formally handed over by the British High Commissioner.  However, the coach is now working in and around the Freetown area and is proving a big hit.  The delegation were warmly welcomed and very well treated.  Alex said the kits and glasses had been very well received, especially the glasses as there are a lot of sight problems in the country.  Teeshirts & further educational equipment were the next things to be gathered and sent over.  Alex reported that football is definitely the biggest sport in Sierra Leone with both Arsenal & Liverpool well supported but only MCFC had taken the time & effort to go over there and do something to help.  Alex handed over a handmade plaque from Armani, the Chairman of the Sierra Leone Branch, as a goodwill gift.
Blue Father Christmas Charity Run – 4th December at the Stadium.  Trying to break the Guinness Book of Records for the number of blue Santas!  Volunteers wanted (about 3000 in total) with a minimum of £5 donation/pledge.  Get to keep the suits too!

General Secretary’s report:
Blackpool Allocations – Kevin still trying to sort this out, now had 849 tickets to allocate instead of a much lower figure.  Kevin hoped to have this all sorted asap.

Case for autographed footballs: a supplier wished to attend an EC meeting to show delegates what was available – Agreed.

Reserve Team fixtures – These matches are now chargeable at £3 for adults & £1 for concessions, disabled & helpers still free.  Seasoncard holders can no longer gain entry with their cards.  Many not happy that this wasn’t relayed out, complaints made and some fans on the night refused to pay and went home.  Club plan to show games on website.

Mary D’s/Clubroom – the Club were hopeful of allocating a venue before Christmas although Mary D’s will be used for Chelsea.  Tommy Muir felt we should not be paying for the cost of the room at Mary D’s as we are doing them a favour as numbers in the pub have dropped dramatically.  Discussed.

Mascots – Kevin reported the Club are hoping to let the Supporters’ Club have one home and one away mascot per season and there was also a chance of player escorts for home games for both teams.... except one of course!!

£21K committed monies – this money has always been put aside by Alan Potter to cover £9K to the Academy, £6K to reserve team travel & £6K towards payment of the club room.  The Club have proposed that the monies earmarked for the Academy and the reserve team travel (£15k in total) be diverted to CITC to help them set up a new Kicks scheme in Wythenshawe.  The remaining £6k would then remain with the Supporters’ Club and go toward the upkeep/upgrade of the website.  Kevin said that Frank Design have done a lot of work so far but are unable to do any more until they have received monies owing.  He reiterated that £1 of each membership card is donated to the Academy already.  It was felt that the amount of money we had already “thrown” at the website didn’t reflect this.  Matter discussed.
