Charity Report:

Alex thanked the Chairman and the delegates for the warm welcome received at the AGM and also at this meeting.  He had three updates:

1. Sierra Leone Coach: this has now been decorated and looks very good.  Donations are still coming in both financially & re kit.  The coach was due to go to Felixstowe on the 29th, out to Sierra Leone on 4 August arriving on the 20th with the welcoming committee arriving on the 25th. 2. This had been run past both Paul Lake & Danny Wilson who were in favour.  This was to be taken back to branches.  Christine was concerned that this had been run past the Club before being mentioned to the EC
3. Fundraising: Alex was interested to know how much branches raised during a season and asked if any branches held a fundraising event to let him know so it could be publicised.  Paul Lake will support local branch events by bringing along former players.  Didsbury did raise the matter of the legal requirements needed to be observed.  The Chairman confirmed the Supporters’ Club were covered as a charitable organisation.
